Selection Criteria

a. Academic performance
(according to the “Rank Order List” from the EDB) 60%

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Based on the performance in the interview, academic performance (according to the

student-applicants will be given the offer of S1 admission.

Announcement of Results

The school will notify parents of successful applicants of their children's inclusion in the
Successful Lists for Discretionary Places by post and by phone on 31 March 2023. Release
of Discretionary Places and Central Allocation results will be on 11 July 2023.

S1 Registration

Successful applicants are required to come to the school for S1 Registration on 13 July and
14 July 2023.

Pre-Secondary One Hong Kong Attainment Test 2023
Successful applicants are required to attend the test on 18 July 2023.

Authentication of Documents

Parents are reminded that the information given in support of the application should be
accurate and complete. Any misrepresentation will disqualify the application.

Handling of Documents

All application forms and supporting documents will only be used for the Secondary School
Places Allocation (SSPA) System — Discretionary Places (DP), and will be non-returnable in
any circumstances. They will be destroyed upon the completion of the entire procedure.

Central Allocation (CA)

The Central Allocation (CA) procedure will proceed according to the Secondary School
Places Allocation (SSPA) System of the EDB. Choice-making period is from early April to
early May in 2023.
